Background…  Airlines and repair facilities are under intense pressure to lower
expenditures for spare parts and repairs,  resulting in a drive to reduce reliance on aircraft and
engine OEMs by finding alternate sources of FAA approved spare parts and repair technology.
Two primary alternate sources are being used: parts manufactured via Parts Manufacturer
Approvals (PMA) and repairs developed by Designated Engineering Representatives (DERs).

The Purpose of The Shortcourse… As operators and repair stations
in the U.S. and around the world seek to use DER approved repairs and PMA parts they are
also questioning exactly how and where these repairs and parts can be employed.
